Book in Honor of Dr. Donald Saunders 

John A. Goree, M.D., a 1955 Duke University medical school 

classmate of Dr. Donald E. Saunders, Jr., was the featured 

speaker at a special reception and lecture in honor of Dr. 

Saunders on September 9, 2009 at the School of Medicine. 

Dr. Goree, a retired professor and radiologist at Duke, wanted 

to honor Dr. Saunders for his tireless efforts in the establish-

ment of the USC School of Medicine.  Dr. Goreeôs lecture, 

ñThe Woodblocks of Vesalius:  Their Travels and Fate and 

the Icones Anatomicae,ò focused on the origin and history of 

the rare book, Icones Anatomicae, by the 16th century physi-

cian, Andreas Vesalius. 
 

Published in 1934 by the New York Academy of Medicine, 

the University of Munich, and the Bremer Press, Icones 

Anatomicae is a large and beautiful volume of original prints 

from the woodblocks from Vesalius' anatomy book, On the 

Structure of the Human Body, published in 1543.  227 of the 

illustrations were printed from the sixteenth-century wood-

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PubMed Interface Redesign  

PubMed, the National Library of Medicineôs biomedical bibliographic database, recently underwent 

an extensive interface redesign.  Most functionality, including search processing, has not changed 

while a simplified look promotes ease of use.  The changes include the following: 

 

Auto suggest: when typing a search term in the search box, the system suggests previous 

search terms, not MESH headings. 

The blue sidebar links have been moved to the bottom of the home page, categorized into 

three sections: Using PubMed, PubMed Tools and More Resources. 

Using PubMed includes help manuals, FAQs,  

and tutorials. 

PubMed Tools lists useful tools including the Sin-

gle Citation Matcher. 

More Resources includes the MeSH database and 

Journal database. 

The features that were in the menu bar such as 

Limits, Preview/Index, History and Details have 

been consolidated in Advanced search.  

 The original woodblocks were destroyed during 

World War II as a result of Allied bombing raids.  

A hand press was employed and the Icones 

Anatomicae volume was printed on a pure rag, 

hand-made paper specially watermarked by the 

famous Zanders establishment in Holland. 

 

At the end of the September 9 lecture, Dr. Goree 

announced that he would donate his personal copy 

of Icones Anatomicae to the School of Medicine 

Library in honor of Dr. Saunders.  President Harris 

Pastides made these comments after the lecture.  

ñWhat a wonderful way to celebrate the uncount-

able contributions of Dr. Saunders.  Now the Uni-

versity will be able to count itself among the fa-

mous libraries with a copy of this magnificent 

work.ò  The Library faculty and staff gratefully 

acknowledges Dr. Goree for the wonderful lecture 

and for his kind and generous gesture to donate 

this rare book to the library in honor of Dr. Saun-

ders.

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Library Hosts Book Signing  

The School of Medicine Library hosted a book signing reception for Dr. Charles S. 

Bryan, Heyward Gibbes Distinguished Professor of Internal Medicine, on December 

9, 2009, to celebrate the publication of his new book, Oliver Wendell Holmes: Phy-

sician and Man of Letters. Numerous School of Medicine faculty and students at-

tended the event as well as colleagues and friends of Dr. Bryan. Dr. Bryan delivered 

a thought-provoking lecture in the M-I Classroom entitled ñOliver Wendell Holmes 

and the Religio Medici.ò 

 

Oliver Wendell Holmes (1809ï1894) spent parts of the nineteenth century as Amer-

icaôs best-known physician and best-selling author. Sir William Osler praised him as 

ñthe most successful combination which the world has ever seen, of the physician and man of let-

ters.ò Today, he is remembered as a physician for his investigation of the contagiousness of puer-

peral fever (well before the advent of the germ theory), for his advocacy for therapeutic skepticism 

and rationalism, and for coining such terms as ñanesthesia.ò He is celebrated as a literary and cul-

tural figure for such poems as ñOld Ironsides.ò The present volume, celebrating the bicentennial of 

Holmesôs birth, offers a fresh look at Holmes in both of his major identities.
