Child Outcomes Checklist: 
BNSC 2-Step Process for ENTRY & EXIT 
The Child Outcomes process should be completed within 30 days following initial IFSP meeting or Transition meeting, including inputting information in the TECSspot. 

· STEP ONE- Determine age of child at completion of initial IFSP.  Is the child 30 months old or younger at the completion of initial IFSP?
· NO, ENTRY data is NOT required for the child.  The ENTRY child outcomes process should NOT be initiated for the child.  STOP!!
· YES, ENTRY data should be completed for the child.  The ENTRY child outcomes process should be initiated for the child.  Continue to STEP TWO.
· STEP TWO (only initiate if step one’s response is YES)- Complete ENTRY child outcomes process.
· Complete CBA

· Complete COSF using appropriate crosswalk---HELP crosswalk, AEPS crosswalk
· Request COSF from any prior service providers

· Use Decision Tree and determine rating from 7 point scale

· Input ratings into TECS data portal (password: ENTRY)
· Print computer screen page

· Click submit button on computer to input data

· File printed copy of ENTRY data in child’s record



· STEP ONE - Determine number of months child has been continuously   

    enrolled in the system.  Has the child received at least 6 months of service?

·  NO, EXIT data is NOT required for the child.  The EXIT child outcomes process should NOT be initiated for the child.  STOP!!
· YES, EXIT data should be completed for the child.  The EXIT child outcomes process should be initiated for the child.  Continue to STEP TWO.
· STEP TWO (only initiate if step one’s response is YES)- Complete EXIT child outcomes process
· Review current developmental and functional status in order to update CBA 
· Complete COSF using appropriate crosswalk---HELP crosswalk, AEPS crosswalk
· Request COSF from any BNSPs

· Use Decision Tree and determine rating from 7 point scale

· Input ratings into TECS data portal (password: EXITDATA)
· Print computer screen page

· Click submit button on computer to input data

· File printed copy of ENTRY & EXIT data in child’s record
